WHAT IS A BUILDING PERMIT?

A building permit gives you legal permission torstanstruction of a project in accordance with
approved drawings and local and state codes. Wipalso allows the Building Department to protet
occupants and the public by reducing the potehtiabrds of unsafe construction. By following code
requirements, the completed project will meet mummstandards of safety and will be less likelyaase
injury to you, your family, and your property.

WHEN DO YOU NEED A PERMIT?

The best way to find out is to call the BrecksvBleilding Department at 440-526-2630. Required
Permits include, but not limited to; new constrantiadditions, concrete work, roofs, window andrdpo
siding, interior alterations, retaining walls, decgarages, sheds, fences, swimming pools, hot veatk,
furnace, air conditioning, landscaping, lawn irtiga and any installation of new electrical, medbahor
plumbing systems.

THE PERMIT PROCESS

v SUBMIT A PERMIT APPLICATION. This is where you sutit the “what, who, where, when
and how” of the project. Plans may be required.

v" REVIEW PROCESS. Typically within a short periodtiofie, the Building Department will
review the plans and determine if the project isampliance with the state and local
requirements. Some projects do require a 10 daypedod prior to issuance of a permit. If the
project meets the requirements, a fee is paidrripes issued and the project can start.

v INSPECTIONS. On-site inspections are requiredotafion the work complies with the approved
plans and codes. Projects will have one or mageired inspections. Typically a 24 hour notice
is required when requesting an inspection.

v" FINAL APPROVAL. The Building Department will docwent and close out the permit once
construction is completed, all inspections haventsgproved and code compliance has been
determined.
