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A LocaL IcoN, Dr. THEODORE BRECK. The
great-grandson of the town's original namesake,
bom on December 1, 1867, was a beloved
country doctor, driving his horse and buggy over
a wide area to make house calls in several nearby
communities, He delivered maost of the babies in
Brecksville over a 40-year span. Dr. Breck
volunteered for Warld War [ and served with
distinction as a captain.

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Dr. BRECK's OFFICE. For a time he had a practice in Lorain, and this photograph was taken
there. Dr. Breck was a committed citizen of Brecksville, directing the Congregational Church
choir and producing performances of Gilbert and Sullivan operettas. He was the keynote
speaker at the 1911 gentennial celebrations and gave a stirring address. His sudden and
unexpected death from appendicitis, which occurred on June 13, 1934, stunned the residents of
Brecksville. The Village organized a solemn public funeral and requested businesses to close for
the day. Dr. Breck was the last of the Breck line to live in the City. (Courtesy of B.H.A.)
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
